I. THE PRE ROUGH DRAFT for peer editing:

As preparation for submitting a real rough draft, you can submit 
A)an intro (1 or 2 paragraphs, can use same from HW 5 proposal) with exact thesis underlined; 
B); and at least three arguments with the 2-3 quotes you plan on using.  These DO NOT have to be in paragraph form; you simply need to list the specific arguments and the quotes that match them.  

YOU CAN handwrite pre-rough draft – as long as it is readable to another student.  During peer editing, a randomly assigned student will score you on your intro, 3 arguments, and 2-3 quotes for each.  
Do NOT put your name on it – put your 4 digit number from newclassroom for privacy’s sake.


What happens if I don’t have a pre-rough draft ready by the pre-rough draft date or I don’t peer edit someone’s work? YOU LOSE 5 points of extra credit.  If it puts you in negative numbers, that score will be subtracted from your paper grade.
